I took a faculty early retirement in 1985 (FERP) after 23 years with the Department of Political
Science and Public Administration. My goal at that time was to adapt what | had developed in
my book Achieving Humane Organization (Daniel Spencer Publications, Malibu, California
1981), into an organization development consulting practice.

| integrated these theories and practices into my own organizational development consulting
practice on the West Coast in both the public and private sector.

Gradually, as | focused my consulting practice to San Luis Obispo County, it metamorphosed
into a focus on individuals who wished to see me privately so as to become more effective
employees. These individuals often brought their spouses to the consultation so as to enhance
their own relationships using the techniques and practices which | developed to enhance the
effectiveness of groups and organizations.

I co-founded the non-profit Support Group Network in 1978. I also co-founded the non-profit
Physicians Wellness Foundation in 1997. These activities led me to publish my most recent book
Beyond Romance: Making Love Last (Far Hills, New Jersey: New Horizon Press, 2005). | have a
comprehensive web address at www.roberthsimmons.com.

I am now limiting my organizational consulting practice. | now have two primary foci: First, |
am continuing my individual and relationship practice, and second, | am engaged in writing
another book based on the outgrowth of my work, viz., Understanding the Operations, Drama
and Dynamics of the Group and Organizational Unconscious (working title).

I do want to share one of the most profound personal experiences of my professional teaching
career at Cal State LA. Here is the story of Momo: In the 1960s, 1970s and 1980s | always
reserved a full lecture in my Introduction to American Politics (POLS 150), a lecture held in an
amphitheater type setting for about 150 students, about the unfairness of the relocation of the
Japanese-Americans in World War 1. | used two books to underpin this sharing. The first was
Morton Grodzins’ Americans Betrayed; the second was Allen Boswell’s America’s
Concentration Camps. Toward the end of the lecture | shared a story that | read to my own
children written by Taro Yashima (Mako Iwamatsu) entitled Momo’s Umbrella and beautifully
illustrated by her father, Taro Yashima. It is a delightful story of a little Japanese-American girl
who received an umbrella for Christmas and waited and waited for the rain to come so she could
use the umbrella with her new rain boots. It was a touching, simple, and magical story. Both
Momo and her father spent time in an internment camp in Washington State.

After one class was over, a student came down from the upper stairs in the classroom and

approached me. Standing in front of me, looking me in the eyes, she said: “Dr. Simmons, | am
Momo.” And she became a student at California State University, Los Angeles.
